Home generated sharps (“sharps”) are needles, syringes with needles,

and disposable lancets. Improper disposal of sharps is a health and
safety threat to children, home health care providers, sanitation workers,
and pets through accidental “stick” injuries.

Objetos punzantes (“agujas‘) del hogar son agujas de inyeccion, jeringas y
lancetas disponibles. La disposicion incorrecta de agujas es peligrosa para
la salud y seguridad de los niios, los enfermeros del hogar, trabajadores
de sanidad publica y animales domésticos por heridas accidentales.

How should | dispose of my sharps?

Sharps should be placed in approved collection containers — leak-proof, red
containers constructed of rigid, thick-walled plastic with a biohazards label. Sharps
containers should only be filled 34 full before being sealed for disposal. Coffee
cans, aluminum beverage containers, and plastic milk jugs are NOT appropriate
containers and cannot be accepted.

Where can | get a sharps container?

Sharps containers can be purchased at many local pharmacies and through
medical supply companies. They can also be obtained for free at the County clinics
listed on the back of this brochure.

What do | do with my full sharps container?

Sharps containers should never be thrown in the trash or recycling bins. As of
September 1, 2008, it is illegal to do so. Please bring full sharps containers to one
of the sites listed on the back of this brochure. Most accept sharps containers free
of charge. Please call ahead to confirm operating hours and delivery instructions.
In most cases, residents are limited to disposing of no more than two sharps
containers per visit (maximum of one visit per week). Never leave sharps containers
at these facilities after hours! Hospitals, clinics, medical practices, pathology labs,
convalescent homes, group homes, nursing facilities, hospices, and veterinary
hospitals are NOT eligible to use this program. Each collection site reserves the
right to refuse to accept sharps.

Remember to:

Immediately after use, place sharps in the container, point down
Do not attempt to bend or break the needle or syringe

Do not put the cap back on the needle

Keep all sharps and disposal containers out of reach of children

¢ Como debo disponer de los objetos punzantes/agujas?

Los objetos punzantes/agujas deben ser puestos en recipientes rojos
aprobados, que no permiten que los liquidos se escapan, son construidos de
plastico rigido con un letrero que indica peligroso “riesgo bioldgico”. Los
recipientes no deben ser llenados mas de % del total antes de ser cerrados para
su disposicion. No se aceptan latas de café, botellas de bebida, ni cartones de
leche. Nunca se debe disponer de los objetos punzantes/agujas, o recipientes
rojos, en la basura regular.

¢ Donde consigo un recipiente para los objetos punzantes/agujas?

Se pueden comprar los recipientes en varias farmacias locales y a través de
empresas de suministros médicos. También los recipientes se pueden obtener
gratis en las clinicas del Condado en la lista en la contratapa de este panfleto.

¢Donde llevo mi recipiente cuando esta lleno?

Los objetos punzantes/agujas nunca deben ser desechados a la basura o en los
contenderos de reciclables, y desde el 1de septiembre de 2008 es ilegal hacerlo.
Lleve los recipientes llenos de objetos punzantes a uno de los sitios que se
enumeran en la parte posterior de este folleto. En la mayoria de los casos, este
servicio es gratis. Para las horas de operacién y direcciones llame al centro de
coleccion mas cercana de usted. En la mayoria de los casos, los residentes se
limitan a desechar no mas de dos recipientes de objetos punzantes por visita
(maximo de una visita por semana). iNunca deje los objetos punzantes después
de las horas de operacién! Los hospitales, clinicas, consultorios médicos,
laboratorios de patologia, hogares de convalecientes, hogares grupales, centros
de enfermeria, hospicios y hospitales veterinarios NO son elegibles para usar
este programa. Cada centro de coleccidn se reserva el derecho de no aceptar
objetos punzantes de estos lugares.
